Art: This is a General Education Course, which include following learning outcomes
1. Students will gain literacy and an understanding of the medium and organization of the visual arts and the ability to “read” works of artistic expression—that is, to apply the vocabulary and grammar, theoretical models, history, and analysis of artifacts and performances—in order to discover multiple meanings, and to appreciate, evaluate, and respond to them.

2. Students will explore the complexity of human perception and expression in the visual arts and experience the redemptive power and profound humanizing growth that accompanies engagement with the fine and performing arts, balancing the interrelationships among the individual, others, and Deity.

3. There will be a lively engagement, grounded in an understanding of its underlying principles of the visual arts through the development of critical skills and aesthetic judgment in analyzing works of art, with some attention to their historical or social setting and direct participation as a performer or maker of art.

In addition and in particular:

1. Students will gain proficiency in observational drawing and design to the extent that they can contribute drawings, photographs, and design to the production of a field guide.

2. Students will gain an understanding of some historical and contemporary ideas about the relationships between art and science.
